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Program Notes

Continuum draws upon rhythmic energy and progressive harmonies to provide interest throughout the
piece. Set in § , Contfinuum begins with a winding line of eighth notes in the upper woodwinds, adding
voices as it evolves. A melodic theme, complete with rhythmic vitality, is then presented in the upper wood-
winds. This leads to a tutti section that concludes with a powerful flurry of eighth notes in the melodic line,
reminiscent of the intfroduction. The piece then moves gradually slower into a haunting Andante middle
section. The Andante melody begins in woodwind octaves and moves into the brass section as it takes
its melodic theme from segments of the earlier Allegro section. This confrasting section concludes with a
rousing chorale statement before it fades info its final chord. The Allegro then returns with a developmental
section using motives from earlier in the piece. The suspense builds as it moves intfo a final rendition of the
beginning melodic theme concluding with a bright and vibrant finale.

Continnum provides an exciting musical adventure for your ensemble as well as the listener. It will become
the perfect addition to your concert or festival literature.

Bill Calhoun received his Master of Music degree from Mansfield State University (Pennsylvania) and his
Bachelor of Music Education and Applied Music degree from Ithaca College (New York). He has been a
public school music educator for over thirty years and recently retfired from the Ithaca City School District,
where he was Director of Bands and Department Chair at DeWitt Middle School as well as district-wide
Curriculum Chair for Instrumental Music.
