The lack of contemporary bar lines in this edition is meant to
be used as an aid for the conductor. Bar lines can prohibit the
accurate grouping of beats thus affecting the natural metric/
syllabic stress of the Latin text. Stressed syllables have been

underlined to assist in the proper inflection of the text.

Meter signatures have been included to assist with conducting
strong beats on stressed syllables and weak beats on unstressed
syllables. In meters of 4, beats 1 and 3 are strong and 2 and 4

are weak. In meters of 2 and 3, beat 1 is strongest.

All dynamics and tempi are suggestions.
