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Performance Notes

Drummer’s Delight is a Grade 1 piece featuring the percussion section. The emphasis on
percussion, steady beat, and precise articulations will be fun for developing players while
enhancing early rhythm instruction. Be certain that the rhythms in the accompaniment
parts are together before adding the accents. The snare and bass drum parts then will
complement the winds. The tempo can be increased after the piece has been well played.

About the Composer

Andrew Balent has been a well-known composer and arranger of educational music
for several decades: He has over 650 publications for band, strings, and instrumental
ensembles including the Carl Fischer Sounds Spectacular series and method books.
Mr Balent taught elementary through high school band for 30 years in Michigan and
received both his Bachelor and Masters degrees from the University of Michigan.
