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Performance Notes

Written to introduce students to contemporary harmonies with a familiar melody, the
old favorite Deck the Hall is presented in a new way with this arrangement. Including a
fanfare-like ostinato and modern harmonic structures combined with the traditional
melody, this is an opportunity to teach contemporary interpretations and techniques
within a fun holiday selection. Performers should focus on listening across the ensemble
in order to understand where their part is functioning within the overall harmony. The
flexible instrumentation of this arrangement also makes it suitable for many ensembles,
regardless of any instrumentation limitations.
